swimming and tennis.  We will enjoy  
and our ever popular “bring your own 
bottle and snacks to share”  Saturday 
cocktail party,  our Havdallah, service, 
special Sunday morning plans, and our 
ever  popular Friendship Circle to end 
the very special time we will have spent 
together.  All of this will be coordinated 
and run by our Rabbi Avi, Cantorial So-
loist Randy, and Executive Director, 
Adrienne.   

We will be served the following gourmet 
meals and snacks: 

Snacks will be awaiting us upon our 
arrival on Friday afternoon, (and will 
continue to be available throughout our 
entire time there), followed by our elabo-
rate Shabbat dinner. 

Saturday morning early-bird coffee, fol-
lowed by our Shabbat breakfast, lunch 
and dinner 

Sunday morning, we will be provided 
with the early-bird coffee, breakfast and 
a lavish brunch. 

If you are still able to fit into your clothes, 
by the end of the weekend, we will head for 
home.  The other good news is that we were 
able to secure the rooms surrounding the 
private dining room, and we were able to 
keep the prices low:  Single occupancy:  
$390.00 per person; Double occupancy:  
$275 per person (so feel free to pair up with 
a roommate if you are single.) 

Further information, including directions, to 
follow.  It is an amazing opportunity, and 
has become a most popular event, which 
continues to fill up rapidly, so don’t hesitate 
to make your plans now.  Please understand 
that this provides no income for Temple 
Sinai, as it is self-funded in order to cover 
our costs alone. 

Having said all of the above, I now need to 
address you concerning financial support 
for the congregation. In spite of the budget 
cuts already in place, our situation has not 
sufficiently improved enough to sustain us, 
and we find ourselves in need of making 
even deeper cuts.  Temple Sinai, like all 
congregations, is supported by the dues and 
contributions that come from the member-
ship.  If every member paid his/her dues at 
the full rate, it would provide less than half 
of our operating budget.  So where do we 
get the rest of our funds?  The additional 
funds must come from other support, such 
as High Holy Day donations, participation 
in temple events, memorial plaques and 
contributions in memory of dear ones, trib-
utes in our Shofar and other fund raising 
activities that take place during the year. 

We have all been affected by the difficult 
economy our country is experiencing. Our 
Temple, too, has been affected.  We know 
that some of our members, try as they may, 
are not able to participate as much as they 
would like to in supporting the temple.  
When that happens, those of us who may be 
more fortunate have to step up and help 
make up the short fall.  However, we cannot 
rely solely upon those few congregants any 
longer. We need the help of every one of us 
if we are to continue offering all that we 
have in the past. 

 

We are facing a situation where many of 
our members have not been honoring their 

dues commitments made to Temple 
Sinai.  Our operations are based on our 
receiving those funds.  When we do not 
have them, our programs suffer and 
may have to be cut back or eliminated. 

It has always been the policy of Temple 
Sinai to give consideration to those 
who are truly in need.  In some cases, 
however, the “need” may not be real 
and may, instead, represent how much 
belonging to the congregation is worth 
to a family.  Each of us has to make 
that judgment for ourselves.  When we 
can afford to contribute our fair share, 
we have an obligation to do so.  If you 
had a financial problem in the past 
which may no longer exist, please help 
by increasing your dues payments.  The 
success of our congregation depends 
upon it. 

Please don’t let us down.  The work of 
Temple Sinai needs to continue.  Please 
help us to see that it does by supporting 
the Temple financially.

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To be a Rabbi 

 

The position of Rabbi, 
which traditionally was confined to spiri-
tual functions….especially the interpreta-
tion of Jewish law and teaching of the 
Torah….has in modernity grown in diver-
sity and complexity. In our own day, in 
addition to acting as spiritual leader, the 
Rabbi has become an educator, a commu-
nity leader, a counselor to congregants, a 
visitor to the sick and bereaved, an admin-
istrator for the Synagogue. 

The bewildering variety of demands upon 
the modern Rabbi led Solomon Schechter 
to make his ironic remark: “Unless you 
play baseball, you’ll never get to be a 
Rabbi in America.” 

In addition, a Rabbi is a teacher to the 
adults by commenting during Services, in 
Hebrew classes, in adult Jewish learning to 
the Lunch and Leynen students, in his 
study where he answers questions and lis-

tens to problems. 

A Rabbi spends many long meetings 
conferring with committees, he visits 
ailing congregants in their hospital 
rooms, he consoles the families of the 
dead and dying, he spends Friday after-
noons delivering Challot to new mem-
bers; he represents our congregation in 
meetings of the Jewish Federation. In 
effect, a Rabbi is the chief administrator 
in attending to the daily minutia so cru-
cial to keeping a synagogue operating. 
Most congregants see a Rabbi only in his 
public ceremonial role. 

The poet Matthew Arnold once wrote: 
“As long as the world lasts, all who want 
to make progress in righteousness will 
come to Israel for inspiration.” My inspi-
ration comes from you, our congregants 
and the “Merkaz Ruchani” - the spiritual 
center of our people – Israel.

Usually in Torah when God communi-
cates with Moses, the text introduces the 
utterance with “God said”  (va-yomer )  
or “God spoke” (va-yidaber ).  Va-yikra, 
the first word of the Torah portion of the 
same name, tells us that “God called” to 
Moses, and then spoke to him.   “Called” 
suggests that there was an urgency in 
getting Moses’ attention.  Why?  The 
commentary Etz Hayim considers two 
possibilities.  The first explanation, 
which Etz Hayim ascribes to Nach-
manides, says that Moses was afraid.  
What did the man who stood up to Phar-
aoh and argued repeatedly (and often 
successfully) with God have to fear?  
Maybe he was “intimidated by its [the 
Tabernacle’s] holiness”.  Moses needed to 
recognize that the holiness was not a 
threat, but a source of benefit to the peo-
ple.  The second explanation, which ap-
peals more to me, turns on the Torah 
being at an important transitional point.

The big event—our gala dinner-dance–is almost here!!! 

Saturday, March 13 is the date and there are still a few seats remaining, so 
if you haven't made your reservations yet, please do so as soon as you 
have read this reminder! 

The evening at the Renaissance Esmeralda Resort in Indian Wells will be 
special.  Not only will we have fabulous hors d'oeuvres, a great dinner with 
wine, and enjoyable music, but we will also be honoring Rick and Marcia 
Stein who have done so much for our Temple and for the community. 
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This month’s Torah portions straddle the 
books of Shemot (Exodus) and Vayikra 
(Leviticus).   The events of Shemot were 
dramatic and must have been physically 
and emotionally exhausting for Moses – 
his early flight from Egypt, his call from 
God to return, the struggle with Pharaoh, 
the mass exit from Egypt, the narrow 
escape at the Reed Sea, the pyrotechnical 
gift of the Law at Sinai, a flood of laws 
governing civil relations, the construc-
tion of the Tabernacle, the trauma of the 
Golden Calf.  Moses could have reasona-
bly expected that his work was done.  
But no – he is called upon to establish a 
structure for worship, in order to realize 
the promise that would give permanence 
to the achievements of the preceding 
struggles.  Examples parallel to this mo-
ment abound:  The American Revolution 
climaxed with the British surrender at 
Yorktown, but a Constitutional process 
was necessary in order to maintain and 
shape independence.  The Civil War 
ended the “peculiar institution” of hu-
man slavery in the United States at an 
enormous cost, but the country contin-
ued to struggle with the legacy of ra-
cism.  Scant years after the Holocaust, 
Israel achieved nationhood, but its exis-
tence has remained imperiled.  Commu-
nism in Europe crumbled, seemingly 
overnight, and those who lived with it 
needed to learn the new rules.  Progres-
sives applaud an historic Presidential 
election, but then have to make good on 

the promises to repair the country.  (I need 
a lighter note:  Two days after the New 
Orleans Saints won its first Super Bowl, the 
New York Times reported that twenty-nine 
of its players are free agents.  There’s no 
time for the team’s management to exult.)  
After a spectacular and carefully-planned 
wedding, two people have to learn to live 
together.
